We know that children learn best when they are focused on their learning and feel safe and comfortable in their learning environment.  We have a Code of Conduct and School Rules to guide children in choosing appropriate behaviour. We also use the Future Aces program to promote good citizenship.  Our social skills program, Second Steps, is used from Kindergarten to Grade Six.

Please review the Code of Conduct and the School Rules found in this planner with your child. Every student must understand these expectations.  The students have reviewed these in class and should be able to explain them to you as you discuss them.

If there are any problems concerning your child we will discuss the incident with your child and identify appropriate behaviour. If problems continue or if a serious incident occurs, a parent will be contacted. Consequences can range from a discussion with the teacher to loss of privileges to formal suspension. 

Communication with our parents is very important to us.  Every Wednesday, your child's teacher will send home a variety of information using our Communication Envelope.  We ask that you date and sign the envelope to acknowledge you have received its contents.  Please return it the following day.

Both you and your child should sign the form below to indicate that your child understands the expectations and agrees to follow them.  If you have questions or concerns at any time, please contact your child’s teacher or the office.

School Rules

	Arrival Time
	School begins at 8:40 a.m. and 12:25 p.m. Supervision begins at 8:30 a.m. and is provided until 3:30 p.m. For safety reasons, students should not arrive before this time and should not remain after 3:30 p.m. unless supervised by a parent. 


	Late Arrival
	Please accompany your child to the main office when your child is late.  You will need to use the main entrance to gain access to the school.


	Bikes/ Rollerblades/ Skateboards/ Scooters
	Bikes, rollerblades, scooters and skateboards are carried or walked within the schoolyard. Students must wear a helmet when using these items.
Bikes should be locked at the bike rack that is available at the front entrance. The school is not responsible for loss or damage.


	Clothing
	Students are required to dress appropriately for learning and for playing outside. Inappropriate images and sayings are not allowed on clothing. Shirt tops and bottoms should meet.  Halter tops and spaghetti strap clothing should not be worn to school.


	Entry/Dismissal
	Students are to enter and exit the school building through the assigned doors. Students are to leave the school promptly at 3:15 p.m. unless instructed to remain at school by a staff member. Please arrange to meet your child at his/her dismissal door.  For safety reasons, please do not go to the classroom to pick up your child.



	Field Trips
	Out of school activities are designed to extend and enrich the classroom activities.  A signed permission form is required for a student to participate in any class or school trip involving transportation. Notes and phone calls are unacceptable.



	Food
	Food is to be eaten in designated places and at designated times.


	Gum Chewing
	Gum chewing is not allowed in school.


	Gym Clothes
	Shorts, a short sleeved top and running shoes are to be worn for gym classes.


	Halls
	Students are to walk through the school in a safe and quiet manner.


	Hats/Scarves
	Heads should be uncovered while in school, except for religious reasons.


	Personal Communication Devices


	All personal commun Personal communication devices will be powered off and stored out of view during the school day, unless otherwise authorized by the principal.

	Laser Pointers
	Laser pointers can cause serious damage to eyes and are not permitted.


	Outdoor Learning Centre

	Students may play on the playground equipment on the designated days: 
Mon. – Gr. 1, Tues. – Gr. 2, Wed. – Gr. 3, Thurs. – Gr. 4, Fri. – Gr. 5 & 6.
There is: No touching; No running; No climbing on top of the tunnels.  Skipping ropes are not to be brought onto the playscape.


	Parking Lot/ Driveway
	Students are not to go into the parking lot or driveway. An adult must accompany students going towards or leaving a car in the parking lot.



	Play Areas
	Students are to remain in the defined play areas and in plain view of supervisors. 
The following areas are out of bounds to students: 
· the ravine or on neighbouring properties
· the Child Care enclosure or on top of the Child Care shed 
· the steps leading to the play area
· the front of the school (except kindergarten students)
· the windowsills
· the top of the caretaker’s sandbox

Students are not to climb fences or trees.


	School Materials
	Textbooks, library books and other school materials are loaned to students. The student is responsible for the care of the material and the return or replacement of items.


	Shoes
	All students are to have a pair of indoor shoes that are to be left at school.  This will help to keep our school clean.

	Sledding
	There is no sledding on the hill near the parking lot or in front of the school. Sledding is permitted on Dallington Hill only with teacher supervision.  


	Toys/ Weapons
	Toys that represent items of violence or weapons are not permitted at school.


	Valuables
	Valuable items such as MP3 Players, electronic games, cards etc. should not be brought to school. The school is not responsible for loss or damage.


	Visitors
	All visitors to the school are required to report to the office. Parents who wish to pick up or speak to a child must come to the office. Entry to the school is through the front door. A buzzer can be rung to gain access.  All visitors and volunteers are required to sign in at the office.


	Dallington School  Council    


	We invite parents to join the Dallington School Council.  There are many areas where extra assistance is required.  The School Council helps us with finding parent volunteers, raising funds for special programs and communicating with our community.
Council meetings are open to all parents and guardians of pupils enrolled at Dallington Public School.  For further information, please contact the school office at 416-395-2270.


Safe Arrival Program (SAP)
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             The safety of our students is a priority at Dallington P. S. The secretaries operate SAP to assist parents and to ensure the safety of the children.  

·   Parents telephone the SAP office at 395-2272 before 9 a. m. and/or 12:30 p. m. to report

        the absence of a child.  

·  Messages can be left 24 hours a day. 

· The secretary checks the list of reported absentees against the attendance record.  

·  Any discrepancies are investigated by phoning the parent.

· A note is required to notify us if a child is leaving early.
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Dallington Lunch Program

· Parents must register students in the Lunch Program by completing the registration forms.  This is provided for students whose parents are not available 

over the lunch hour.

· Students are supervised in the lunchrooms or the classrooms for 20 minutes and go outside for the remainder of the time. 

· Please ensure that your child is dressed appropriately for playing outdoors according to the weather. 

· Children must follow the directions of the supervisors. They are to remain seated while eating. 

· Children are responsible for cleaning their eating area. Lunches should be litterless which means that no garbage is produced.  Please use reusable containers.
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Bus Safety Rules

The following rules apply when travelling to and from school and on class trips.

1. Wait in a safe, designated spot away from the street for the bus.

Wait for the bus to come to a full stop before moving towards the bus.

2. Enter and exit the bus in a safe, orderly manner.  As you exit the bus 

check traffic to ensure your safety.

3. Always remain seated while on the bus.

4. Always talk in a normal voice.

5. Follow the driver’s directions quickly and quietly.         

In the event of unsafe or uncooperative behaviour, the following procedures will be initiated.

1. When the bus driver issues a conduct slip, a student will be counseled about expectations of safe behaviour.  Parents will be notified.

2. A letter will be sent to the parents to inform them of the reoccurrence of the problem and to advise them that suspension for 1 week will follow a third notice.

3. A third occurrence will result in a one-week suspension from riding on the bus.

4. Any further incident can result in suspension from riding the bus for up to four weeks or removal of bus transportation for the child. 

Homework Policy

Homework is an out-of-classroom learning experience assigned by a teacher to enhance students learning.  We believe that homework is valuable.  It supports in-school learning experiences and encourages the development of good work habits.  Homework allows parents to become acquainted with their child’s program at school. 
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Daily Requirement

At Dallington we expect every child to read each day.

This is a requirement for all students. Your child’s teacher can provide specific help with     suggestions as to appropriate materials. One resource is our Book Bag Program. Reading together in English or in the family’s first language is appropriate.
